Teaching Point:
Students will be able to pick out the problem and solution in a story and will be able to create a story with a problem and a solution by the end of the four days.
 
Activities:
-     Agenda
 
-     Expectations
 
-     Modeling- go through Miss Nelson is Missing! and write down the characters, setting, problem, solution, and clues on poster board
-     Characters: Miss Nelson, Miss Swamp, Detective ________, Miss Nelson’s students
-     Setting: School and Miss Nelson’s house
-     Problem: Miss Nelson is missing and Miss Swamp comes
-     Solution: Miss Nelson’s students start to behave and Miss Nelson comes back. Miss Swamp is never seen again.
-     Clues (that Miss Nelson is Miss Swamp): Miss Swamp is seen near Miss Nelson’s house, Miss Nelson has an ugly black dress and a black wig in her closet, Miss Nelson and Miss Swamp are never seen together
 
-     Planning and brain storming strategy
-     Use a planning web with bubbles around the title of the story marked with characters, setting, problem, clue #1, #2, #3, and solution. Students will fill this out before beginning to write their stories.
-If a student is stuck, throw out some prompts
-     The day the school lunch turned green
-     The day the principal disappeared
-     The day everyone was walking backwards
-     The case of the missing _________
-     The day (my favorite thing) was missing
 
Usual mystery topics
-Something is missing
-Someone is missing
-Something unusual is happening
 
-Write!
-     Next week we will share our short mysteries with each other and will try to solve them!
-      (we can cover up the solution when the students are reading each other’s mysteries to see if they can use the clues/make predictions to solve the problem)
Assessment
While students are discussing their story planning webs, the teachers will be listening in on conversations to see what the students think their problems and solutions could be. Once the students write their stories the teachers will be better able to see what the students understand about story planning and problem and solution.
