	Input/Instructional strategies                                          
Instructional input; procedure and student activities

Student work to be collected:  collect the posters created by each group, pick up the two paragraphs the following class period				
Rationale: (Primary importance-Why teach this content?  Secondary importance-why use this method of instruction?  What research or theoretical basis support your choices?
Primary importance:  This content is important because it is relevant in that the holiday is celebrated this time of the year.  It helps students better understand the culture behind the language they are learning.  Vocabulary words can be picked up from the lesson as well. 
Secondary importance:  This method of instruction was used because 1) it can combine students of different ability levels to work together in a group, 2) it appeals to different modes of learning (read, write, draw, speak, see pictures), and 3) it is a change of pace for students as working in a group (on the floor) changes the learning environment. 
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
