Identify a main theme of The Wife of Baths Tale (what women want).
Compare what men want to what women want.
Listen to each others’ ideas and comprehend them enough to be able to repeat them back to each other. 


	Supporting Diverse Learners
Students will have time to work by themselves and with a group/partner before discussing the main ideas in class, so struggling students or shy students will have most of the class period to work out their ideas in a low pressure environment. Partner work will also help scaffold them up to the level of their peers before we have a class discussion.

	Strategies/Activities Selected: 
Venn Diagram, What I heard you say was…

	Lesson Agenda 
Warm up: How will you support students in accessing prior knowledge, personal, real world and/or cultural connections? 
To warm up students will answer the following journal prompt: What do you want from the opposite gender? How do you want to be treated by them? Do think this is reasonable? Why or Why not? This prompt will give students the chance to think about what they are going to be saying before they actually have to say it. This way they have more time to reflect and their answers are more thought out than if they’d just discussed with a partner. 
Transitioning and Stating Objectives: Once students have finished writing in their journals, I will tell them that we are going to use those responses to help you explain to members of the opposite gender what women/men want. I will explain that we are doing this because the Wife of Bath’s tale is all about what women want and to an extent, what men want.  I will explain that we will be using a technique called “what I heard you say was…” to really understand what their partners are telling them. 
Transition to Instruction: What support strategies will you use to scaffold students learning so they meet or exceed targeted? 
I will explain how this activity works to the students. I will tell them that they should separate into partners, preferably one girl and one guy together, but if the logistics don’t work out two girls or two boys can work together. Person A starts out speaking. I will give person A 3 minutes on the clock to explain their response to person B. During that time, person B cannot talk at all.  When 3 minutes are up, person B will get 1 minute to explain what they heard person A saying. After the minute is up the roles will switch and we will do it again. 
The importance of this activity lies in the fact that when one person is talking, the other is forced to be listening. This gives students a chance to be heard and promotes students actually listening and understanding the other side of an argument. Especially with a topic like this one, student conversation can get heated and become a yelling fest. With this activity students might actually gain some insight into the opposite sex’s needs and wants. Also, what is really cool about this lesson is that in the Wife of Bath’s Tale, the woman wants to be listened to.  So, the students are practicing what the story (and they ended up saying this too) preach. 
Transition to Small Group Practice: 
When the students have completed the “What I heard you say…” activity, they will create a Venn diagram of the similarities and differences between what women want and what men want. They will still be working with their partners at this point. The purpose of the venn diagram is to be able to look at the difference between what men want and what women want, and hopefully be able to see that they pretty much want the same things. 
Transition to Independent Practice and Conferencing:  
Once students have finished with their individual Venn Diagrams, we will transition to a group discussion where I will have a big Venn diagram drawn on the board and all the students will contribute their individual answers to the group Venn Diagram. This way, students can see what their peers have come up with and perhaps will be scaffolded by answers their peers found that they did not. 
Transition to Wrap up/Closing:  How will you engage students in self-assessment and/or reflection on key concepts? 
To close, I will explain that the Wife of Bath’s Tale is all about what women want and what men want. I will talk about how we just demonstrated how these issues are still at large today. I will ask the students if they think the opposite gender’s demands are reasonable. I will also ask if this activity gave them more insight into the opposite gender’s point of view.
