	Supporting Diverse Learners
Students will work together in groups of 3 at their tables, so slower learning students will be scaffolded by their peers. Students will also be able to use their books to look up bases, suffixes, and prefixes. I have labeled the part of speech because the sentences in the worksheet are college level AKA kind of confusing. If students have the part of speech it will make it easier to turn suffixes, prefixes, and bases into a working definition. I am also going to walk through the first sentence with them so they get a grasp of how to turn suffixes, prefixes and bases into a definition.

Suffix rap video 
Defining words activity

	Lesson Agenda 
Warm up: How will you support students in accessing prior knowledge, personal, real world and/or cultural connections? 
First, to warm up, I will show students a video about suffixes from flocabulary.com because it’s hilarious and because it will help them get focused on etymology. The video also groups the suffixes and explains how to figure them out without memorizing; this might help students remember them better.
Transitioning and Stating Objectives: After the video I will tell the students that we are going to be working in groups to try and decipher words from sentences in a bonafide college textbook. I will explain that up until now they’ve been working hard at memorizing bases, prefixes, and suffixes, and now it is all going to pay off. I will say that today we will be applying our knowledge of bases, prefixes and suffixes to make meaning out of words. I will also mention that these are examples from articles I read while researching for my senior essay. This will show students that the work they are doing has a purpose. They are not simply memorizing words for a grade; their work will help them get to college and succeed in college. 
Transition to Instruction: What support strategies will you use to scaffold students learning so they meet or exceed targeted?
I will begin by handing out the worksheet to each of the students. I will explain that students will be working in groups at their tables to decipher the bolded words on the worksheet. I will tell students that they may use their book (in fact they can turn to page 149 and they will find a list of the Latin bases, suffixes, and prefixes), but they may not use a dictionary as this is a practice in applying knowledge, not gathering knowledge.  I will also explain that the sentences may still be hard to understand and that is totally normal because ITS COLLEGE LEVEL WORK. I will explain that this is a way to HELP them understand these the sentences, but that if they don’t get the definition exactly right, it doesn’t mean they’re not smart. I will tell the students that we will work on this for 20 minutes or so and then we will go over the answers together as a class. 
Transition Guided Practice: I will go through the first example (extro/vert) calling on students to define “extro” and “vert” and then asking students what a possible definition might be. The students are actually doing all the work, but I am guiding them through so it will seem easy. If the students seem comfortable with this I will let them work in their groups. If not, I will do the next problem with them as well. 
Transition to Independent Practice and Conferencing:  Students will work in groups to define the suffixes, bases, and prefixes of the college textbook sentences and then brainstorm what a possible definition might be for the bolded words. I will come around to make sure students are on the right track, and to answer any questions they might have. 
Transition to Wrap up/Closing:  How will you engage students in self-assessment and/or reflection on key concepts? 
When 20 minutes are up, I will go through the answers with students and talk about how close or far their guesses were from the actual definitions of the words. I will ask them how they think knowing the bases, prefixes, and suffixes would be helpful in a college setting. I will also ask how they would be helpful in a job setting.

	Reflection: This lesson went really well. I knew that the students would be interested in doing something that would help them in college. On my first day at Pike, multiple students in this class asked me about Butler (if I liked it, if the food was good, was I glad I went there, etc), so I knew students would be interested in getting to see real college homework. The students were engaged, and for once they got to see how useful their knowledge of roots can be. I think it gave them confidence and sparked some further questions as well. At the end of the lesson, I asked the students if they thought this was useful, and one of them said no, but then we talked through it and she realized she actually had learned something useful. Her argument was that she didn’t do any of the work, her partner did. I was working with them and I reminded her of a part when she helped him understand one of the words. I think in that moment she gained a lot of confidence. They also really liked the video I showed. I almost didn’t show it because I thought they might think it was lame, but it was the opposite actually. One of the students even asked if she could write her own rap and turn it in for extra credit. 
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
