Writer’s workshop, blogs 

	Lesson Agenda 
Warm up: How will you support students in accessing prior knowledge, personal, real world and/or cultural connections? 
To warm up I will show the students Moodle and do a general survey of how much they know about Moodle. This will help me assess how much background information the students have on Moodle, and how much experience they have using Moodle. Moodle is a website we will be using often in class, so having students practice using it in a low pressure, content free environment will establish the routine of using computers in class and using the Moodle website to turn things in. 
Transitioning and Stating Objectives: After that I will tell the students that in order to get to know me and for me to get to know them, they will be creating a Prezi about themselves and posting it to Moodle. I will ask that they all comment on at least 3 Prezis on Moodle. This will give the students a chance to show me who they are. They will also be introduced to Prezi, if they haven’t used it before, and introduced to posting to Moodle. This will also let students look at their peers work and comment constructively and appropriately. 
Transition to Instruction: What support strategies will you use to scaffold students learning so they meet or exceed targeted? 
I will show the students how to log onto Moodle and I will show them how to access my Moodle, and then I will present my Prezi to them. Modeling my presentation for the students will show them exactly what I want from them, but it will also let the students get to know some things about me. Students will engage in this presentation because adolescents are generally very interested in their teachers’ personal lives. 
Transition Guided Practice: After I present my Prezi to the students, I will ask them what they learned about me. They will respond with various tidbits I’ve shared. I will ask them what they liked about the presentation; hopefully they’ll mention the pictures and the favorites or whatever. The point is that they will be analyzing my work so that they know what to do in their own work. This will allow me to guide the students in commenting on other students’ work. If they criticize my work in a way that is less than friendly, then I will try and steer their criticisms into a more friendly helpful comment. Students will be able to reflect on what a good presentation looks like and what a good comment sounds/looks like I will then pass out a requirement sheet that lays it out a little more clearly for them. This way students have heard what they need to do, seen an examplar model on screen and discussed it, and have the requirements written out for them. 
Transition to Independent Practice and Conferencing:  Students will have the remainder of the class period to work on their Prezis. I will try to conference with students about their Prezis and have a one on one conversation with each of my students. I will also try to comment on each of their Prezis if I don’t get the chance to talk to them in person. This will set a precedent of prompt and effective feedback that I want my students to know they can count on. They should be in the habit of speaking to me one on one and/or looking for my comments on Moodle. It is imperative that I develop a relationship with each of my students and am able to tailor my teaching style to each of their individual needs. The best way to do that is to establish a system of speaking to students one on one. I’d like to be able to speak to each one of my students in person all the time, but that’s not realistic. Instead, I will try to get to each student in class, but the students I don’t get to will have feedback online. I will also make note of the students that I missed in class one day, so that I don’t miss those students the next time we do one on one feedback. 
Transition to Wrap up/Closing:  How will you engage students in self-assessment and/or reflection on key concepts? 
Students will comment on their peers Prezis during class or for homework. During this time they will have to reflect on what a good presentation looks like, and how to make the presentation fit into the specified requirements. This will help their peers because they will be receiving ungraded feedback, but it will also help the students reflect on their own presentations by comparing theirs to other students’ examples. As a journal the next day, students will write a half page on how the comments helped them and how commenting on other students’ presentations helped them to further that reflection.
